Messe de Minuit pour No€l....... Marc-Antoine Charpentier (1645-1704)

The Midnight Mass for Christmas is one of Charpentier's most
charming works. Composed around 1690, probably for the Jesuit
church of St. Louis in Paris, its music is based on French Christmas
carols. Of folk-like naivete and simplicity, the carols give the work
its predominant character of tunefulness and sweet jubilation. A
musical peer of the great Jean-Baptiste Lully, Charpentier composed
more than 500 works, most of which were sacred. In 1698, King
Louis XIV appointed him Director of Music at Saint-Chapelle, an
important center of the royal court's religious music.
